61-03-01-04. Licensure transfer.

1. An applicant seeking licensure by licensure transfer or reciprocity must secure and file an
application blank from the national association of boards of pharmacy. This board will
license applicants by reciprocity if they possess the requirements in effect in North Dakota at
the time the candidates were licensed by examination in other states. The applicant must
pass the North Dakota law examination and pay the appropriate fees to obtain licensure.

2. Provisional licensure for a member of the military or military spouse as defined in North
Dakota Century Code 43-51-01.

a. A provisional license may be granted upon application for license if the individual holds a
license as a pharmacist in another state and has worked under such license or
registration for at least two of the last four years.

b. This provisional license shall be without fee until one year after the first renewal period
has passed. This allows a maximum of two years without payment of a registration or
renewal fee.

c. The provisional licensee has three months to successfully pass the multistate pharmacy
jurisprudence examination.

3. The provisional licensee must apply and complete all requirements of the electronic license
transfer program of the national association of boards of pharmacy
